4. Bidding will be conducted through the International Competitive Bidding procedures in accordance with the African Development Bank Group Guidelines: Rules and Procedures for Procurement of Goods and Works, and is open to all bidders from eligible source countries as defined in the guidelines.

The request must clearly state “Request for Bidding Documents for the Power System Reinforcement Project, GEDAP, ICB NO. ECG/GEDAP A2-2/07[ADB].  The documents are available for a nonrefundable fee of two hundred and fifty United States Dollars (US$250.00) (or its equivalent in Ghanaian Cedis at current rate on the date of purchase) to be paid at the ECG, Projects Office, Accounts office, Second Floor Block ‘A’.  The method of payment will be by cash, wire transfer or Bank Draft.  Elligible bidders wishing to pay by wire transfer may obtain account information from the above office.  The documents may be collected by hand at the above office or will be sent by courier at an additional cost of US$10 for delivery in Ghana and US$90 for overseas deliveries, but under no circumstances will the employer be held responsible for late delivery or loss of the documents so mailed. The following minimum qualifications shall apply to eligible and interested firms or consortia:

a) Average annual turnover as prime contractor (defined as billing for works in progress and completed) over the last 5 years of at least US$12.5 Million  equivalent per annum; and

b) Must demonstrate having completed at least three projects of similar nature and complexity to the proposed project over the last 5-years as a prime contractor.  Each of the three completed projects is required to have been based on EPC turnkey design, supply and installation of substations of minimum 33kV voltage level.

c) Must demonstrate developing country experience, with at least one of the reference projects having been undertaken in Africa;

d) Other requirements as defined in the Bidding documents.
